What will your child be learning about this half term? 
 

In English we will be reading stories such as ‘Grandad’s Island’, and learning about real-life inspirational 
people such as ‘Malala’s Magic Pencil’ by Malala Yousafzai, and also ‘Change Sings’ by Amanda Gorman.  
 We will be writing in different genres including letters, descriptions, and imaginative writing, and will be 

focusing on learning the following grammar rules: Capital Letters, Full stops and finger spaces and 
conjunctions. 

In maths, we will be focusing on comparing numbers using greater than and less than, learning about 
place value for 2-digit numbers, and revisiting addition and subtraction to 30.
