What will your child be learning about this half term? 
 

In English we will be reading The Proudest Blue by Ibtihaj Muhammad and S.K. Ali, Leonora Bolt: Secret 
Inventor by Lucy Brandt and Escape from Pompeii by Christina Balit.  

We will be writing in different genres such as, setting descriptions and blogs and will be focusing on 
learning the following grammar rules: Correct tense, Adverbs, a range of prefixes.
